Some 350 + AmeriCorps sites exist in the USA presently,
but the concept of (volunteer) service to the nation dates
back decades. The AmeriCorps program is public-private
partnership in which the federal program, funded by
corporate support, provides 85% of program funding (for
training and member stipends) and the local college /
university or not-for-profit organization provides 15%,
often as a portion of a staff member’s position
assignment.

The local AmeriCorps program administrator manages
such responsibilities as recruiting, screening/selection,
